 Michael Drues, Ph.D., is president of Vascular Sciences in Grafton, Mass. Vascular Sciences offers a 

full range of consulting services to medical device, pharmaceutical and biotechnology companies 
including: prototype design, product development, testing and evaluation, animal and clinical trials, 
business development, strategic planning, technology assessment and regulatory affairs. Dr. Drues 
received his B.S., M.S. and Ph.D. degrees in biomedical engineering from Iowa State University in 
Ames, Iowa. He has worked for and consulted with leading medical device, pharmaceutical and 
biotechnology companies ranging in size from start-ups to Fortune 100 companies. He also works 
on a regular basis for the U.S. Food and Drug Administration. Dr. Drues is an adjunct professor of 
medicine and biotechnology at Northeastern University, Steven’s Institute of Technology, Boston 
College, University of Wisconsin, Drexel Medical School and University of California Irvine. He 
regularly teaches both undergraduate and graduate courses in pathophysiology, biotechnology, 
regulatory affairs and clinical trials. Dr. Drues conducts seminars and short courses for medical 
device, pharmaceutical and biotechnology companies, the European Patent Office and the FDA.

 Michael Szycher, Ph.D., MBA, is founder, chairman and CEO of Sterling Biomedical Inc., a venture-
backed company established to develop and commercialize silver-based antimicrobial products. 
Under SBIR grants, Sterling developed CardioPass, small bore vascular graft, currently undergoing 
clinical trials in Europe, and ChronoFlex, a third-generation medical-grade polyurethane. He “literally 
wrote the book” as Szycher’s Handbook of Polyurethanes has become the industry’s bible. Dr. Szycher 
was founder and CEO of Cardiotech International, Inc., now called AdvanceSource Biomaterials and 
Polymedica Corp. which he sold to Medco Healthcare Solutions. He also is co-founder of Thermedics 
Inc., which was sold to Thoratec.

  
Jeffrey Karp, Ph.D., is an assistant professor at the Brigham and Women’s Hospital through 
Harvard Medical School and directs the Laboratory for Advanced Biomaterials and Stem Cell Based 
Therapeutics. He has an appointment at the Harvard-MIT Division of Health Sciences and Technology 
and is a principal faculty member of the Harvard Stem Cell Institute. He has published over 35 peer-
reviewed papers, 12 book chapters, 50 abstracts, and has 25 issued or pending patents, a number of 
which have been licensed by biotech companies. Dr. Karp’s work has been recognized by national 
media, including CNN, NPR, ABC and the Washington Post. Technology Review magazine recently 
recognized Dr. Karp as one of the world’s top innovators under age 35.
